(PLAYOFFS START AT THE END OF REGULAR SEASON) 
Game Notes: 
Weight limits wearing equipment:  Minimum – 40 lb. & Maximum – 135 lb.  Any player exceeding 120 lb. Must assume the lineman 
position (either defensive or offensive), from tackle to tackle, on the line of scrimmage and be in a 3 or 4 point stance.  Players will not be 
eligible to play anything other than the offensive or defensive line positions.  They will not be able to participate on any kind of special 
team.  Players must have their helmet marked with tape at weigh-in. If any player tries to deceive officials or the other team by removing 
the tape on the helmet or changing helmets, their team shall forfeit the game.  The player involved shall be suspended from the balance of 
the game as well as the next two consecutive games.  The head coach of the team will be suspended from the league for the rest of the 
season. 

 
There shall be four (4) quarters of 10 minute duration.  Half-time will be (10) minutes.  There will be a running clock.  The clock will stop 
only during the last 2 minutes of each half and when first down markers are moved. 
 
Touchdowns – six (6) points.  Extra points – one (1) point if scored from the two (2) yard line; or two (2) points if scored from the four 
(4) yard line.  The team scoring a touch down must immediately signal to the official if they are going for one (1) or two (2) points. 
 
No kick-offs.  The ball will be placed on the forty (40) yard line after touch-downs, safety or touchback.
